Dear Parents and Carers,
I wanted to write to inform you about some slight staffing changes that will be happening in our EYFS classes this term.
Mrs Walsh, who currently leads the Little Acorns room, will unfortunately be leaving us on Friday 20th June. She will be leaving us for a completely different role in another school which is an exciting opportunity for her. We have been working hard to make sure this will not be disruptive for the children, and we also wanted to ensure we have an equally excellent member of staff leading the Little Acorns. As of 23rd June, Miss Rooney will be moving to the little Acorns room, we feel this is the ideal solution as Miss Rooney knows all of the children in there and will also be familiar with children moving into there in September. She is a key member of the whole EYFS team and along with Miss Chivers has already started to make plans to help the children with their transition from one room to another. 
We are extremely fortunate in the staff we have in EYFS; they currently work very closely as a strong team and the children know them all as they all play a key part in delivering learning across the whole provision. 
We have also been extremely fortunate in finding a replacement for Miss Rooney in The Nook. We have secured a new member of staff, Miss Smith, who has lots of current experience in working with children aged 2 and above. She came to visit and straight away we felt she was a great match for us. Along with her experience she has a lovely way with the children, and they felt comfortable to chat and play with her. She is very much looking forward to working with us. There will be a two-week period between Miss Rooney moving to Little Acorns and Miss Smith starting with us. We obviously don’t want to confuse the children with any more new faces so during this period of time The Nook will be led by the staff who already work in there and know the children well, so the transition period to having a new member of staff will not have any additional impact on the children. Miss Rooney is still within the EYFS space so the children will still see her on a daily basis.
Although we realise it can be disruptive when there are staffing changes they often cannot be prevented when they happen, but please be assured the children are at the heart of any staffing decisions that we make, and we will always consider the least disruptive way to make those changes for the children. 

Thankyou for your support in this. This is an exciting time in our EYFS as our provision continues to go from strength to strength. It is a really happy, fun, friendly and safe place for the children to learn and any new staff bring with them new perspective and fresh ideas to help us on that journey.
